2 cups flour 1/2 cup milk
1/2 cup sugar 1/2 tsp. baking powder
1/2 cup (1 stick) margarine 1 egg

Cream sugar, shortening and egg---add dry ingredients and
milk alternately. Pat dough with floured hands on greased
cookie sheet to 1/8 inch thick. Score into 3/8 inch pieces. Bake
at 350 degrees until light brown. Cut while

warm. (When making for Communion, leave 3 large pieces for
the minister to break).
